  Easter to Pentecost:  Life in Prophetic Community  
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 All of these events mark a central spiritual 

themeñthe living movement of the Holy Spirit  

within All Saintsõ Parish.  We are celebrating an 

Ordination marked by the Holy Spirit, Baptisms 

affirming life in the Holy Spirit, Confirmation as 

renewal of Christian life given by the Holy Spirit, 
parish Mission in the power of the Holy Spirit, 

and celebrations of life strengthened and enabled 

by the Holy Spirit. 

 

 From biblical witness and the learned tra-

ditions of the Church, Christian faith teaches that 

the Holy Spirit is the very presence of Christ 

among us, illuminating, guiding, directing and 

equipping Godõs people for the work of ministry 

and mission. 

 

 The Sunday of Pentecost, the òbirthday of 

the Church,ó on May 23 marks this time liturgical-

ly, with an account of the gift of the Holy Spirit to 

the earliest Christian community symbolized by 

the gifts of speech and ear, the understanding and 

speaking of diverse languages. (Acts, Chapter 2).  

Such a gift marks the gift of reconciliation, unity 

and mutual love among all people, beginning with 

the movement and family of Jesus. 

 

According to Acts, the Holy Spirit empow-

ers the new Christian church to repent of its sin 

and proclaim by word and deed the mighty work 

of God, and live deeply into the meaning and mis-

sion of unity, reconciliation, justice and love. 

 

 However, the Sunday Easter lections make 

clear that the gift of the Holy Spirit is the gift of 

the resurrected Lord and the new life in Christ 
offered to believers in the Gospel.  We affirm this 

in our Baptismal covenant, our renewal of this 

covenant at Confirmation and within the sacra-

mental rites of ordained ministry. 

 

 A Christian community empowered by the 

Spirit is a Prophetic Community.   The proph-

ets of the Old Testament were filled with the Ho-

ly Spirit and given the gift, not of foretelling the 

future, but forth-telling Godõs Word by both 

word and action.

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The Episcopal Church and the Anglican Communion:   

The Way of Dialogue  

 

 Over the past three years of my time as your Priest-in-Charge and Rector, many of you have 
asked about my views or òtakeó on issues within the Episcopal Church and Anglican Communion 

around human sexuality, biblical interpretation, the ethics of homosexuality and the full sacramental in-

clusion of the Gay Community in the life of the Episcopal Church.  This is represented, most concrete-

ly, in the election and consecration of gay bishops and other clergy living in committed, partnered gay/

homosexual relationships. 

 I have always responded with individual conversation or conservation within the forums and 

groups I have led.   Several parishioners have suggested I address this issue in a brief Angelus article and 

I am doing so. 

What is happening?  
 

 I am sure many of you are familiar with the almost seven year journey of the Episcopal Church 

and Anglican Communion, beginning in August of 2003, with the election of the first openly, partnered 

gay bishop in the Episcopal Church and Anglican Communion, the Rt. Rev. Gene Robinson, by the Dio-

cese of New Hampshire, and the subsequent consent to his election by the 2003 General Convention 

of the Episcopal Church. 

 I am also sure many of you are familiar with the most recent election of The Rev. Canon Mary 

Douglas Glasspool as Bishop Suffragan of the Diocese of Los Angelesñwho will be the second part-

nered, gay bishop of the Episcopal Church. 

 But, for those of you who are not familiar with these actions, it would be appropriate for you to 

know that they have evoked great emotions, passions and responses within the Episcopal Church and 

Anglican Communionñand they culminate a process of many years and decades of greater inclusion 

within the Episcopal church for the gay and lesbian community:  many  openly, partnered gay clergy 

serving the churchñand  some dioceses and  parishes offering liturgical rites, same sex blessings and 

pastoral and worship forms of affirmation and celebration of gay relationships. 

 For example, The Diocese of Washington, my former Diocese of nearly two decades, and its 

Bishop and my former Bishop, The Rev. John Bryson Chane, have just published a statement giving con-

sent to parish clergy officiating at gay marriages, in response to the recent legalization of gay marriage in 

the District of Columbia. 

What has been the response?  Like the Episcopal Church and Anglican Communion in its diver-

sity, the response has been variedñranging from deep anger and discord--to joy and celebration.   

However, unlike the debates over the Prayer Book Revision and the Ordination of Women in 

the late 1970s, the responses have been more virulent, with entire Dioceses and parishes leaving the 

Episcopal Church and many of our world-wide Anglican partners seeking to break ties with the Episco-

pal Church, USA.  The Anglican Communion with its instruments of communion--and the Archbishop 

of Canterburyñare actively and intentionally working to avert the truth and reality of schism within the 

Anglican Communion, a reality which, sadly, is already happening. 

For example, within the United States, there is now an alternative Anglican Church seeking to 

be what they term, the òtrue, orthodox ó Anglican/Episcopalian witness, and actively seeking to rival the 

Episcopal Church--called the Anglican Mission in North American and serving as an umbrella organiza-

tion for various òbreak-awayó movements within the Episcopal Church like CANA (Convocation of An-
glicans in North America).   

Within the Episcopal Church the practice of liturgical and pastoral response to the gay commu-

nity and to the issue of homosexuality varies from Diocese to Diocese, parish to parish.  Some openly 

support the full sacramental inclusion of the partnered gay community through the likes of gay bishops 

and clergy, same sex blessings, statements of openness, etc.  Some take a stand against such practices.  

Some openly support gay marriage; some do not. 
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 After serving as pastor of All Saintsõ Church for three years now, I am aware that there are 

strong feelings and viewpoints on the issue of both the Christian morality of homosexuality and the full 

sacramental inclusion of the gay community such as the blessing of same sex unions and statements of 

open invitation. I know of All Saintsõ parishioners who are fully supportive and desiring of both and 

those or are vocally and passionately opposed. 

 What is my òTakeóñas your Rector?  

 It is simply this:  I grew up in an Episcopal Church which was about the way of dialogue and con-

versationñnot exclusion, dogmatism, and schism.  That is still my great passion and desire for the Epis-

copal Church, All Saintsõ Churchñand the Christian familyñto be a Community of Dialogue. 

The Episcopal Church was and is one of the very few Christian communities/denominations, in 

my long experience with lay and ordained ministry, where one could seek, journey, question--and find 

a home no matter oneõs stance on social and political issues and questions of Christian doctrine and 

conscience. 

 I seek to be the Rector of a parish family committed to the way of dialogue, as I believe All 

Saintsõ is nowña place where we can engage, talk about, and discuss the great issues of the day facing 

church, our worship and our cultureñincluding the issue of full inclusion for the gay community and 

the issue of homosexualityñand where all will feel at home, safe and welcomed. 

 I seek to be the Rector of a church which includes ALL personsñgay and straightñliberal and 

conservative, progressive and traditional-and all viewpoints. 

 Your current Rector has been committed throughout his ministry to inclusion, justice, toler-

ance, respect and dialogue.   

The Gospel as I read and understand itñalong with the Baptismal Covenant which proclaims it 

is clear:  we will seek and serve Christ in ALL persons and strive for justice and peace among ALL 

people.   

Our parish mission statement states clearly that we are a welcoming parish!  Are we?  For ALL 

people?  I think so and hope soñand trust so;  our revised Mission and Vision Statements clearly af-

firm this. 

My take:  we welcome all peopleñwe welcome all points of viewñand, when we must, one 

day, perhaps, òhammer outó what welcome/inclusion means for our liturgical and sacramental life 

around the possible full inclusion of the gay communityñwe will dialogue about it, converses about it, 

and have healthy discussion about it and forge a consensus which will unite our parish familyñnot di-

vide it. 

 All are welcome to dialogue with me and disagree!  Talk to me!  Call or write me!  I am more 

than willing to speak to you more about my viewpoints both of situation and judgment about these 

issues.  Mine is but one of what I am sure are many points of view in our parish family regarding recent 

events in the Episcopal Church, issues of biblical interpretation and Christian morality, and the issue of 

homosexuality. 

This is what makes us Episcopaliansñour way of òcomprehension,ó our way of mutual respect, 

our room for reason and human experience, our way freedom through mutual love in Christ.

I Corinthians  1:18-31. God chose what is low and despised in the world, things that are not, o

The radical Roman Catholic theologian Hans Kung makes a point in one of his books 

that has stuck with me for a long time.  He compares the way the various founders of 

the great world religions died.  The Buddha departed this life surrounded by adoring dis-

ciples who realized that he was being transformed in a wonderful way as he died.  Confu-

cius died in the midst of aristocratic followers who supported him financially and hung 

on his every word.  Mohammed died in the circle of his harem in the arms of his favorite 

wife.  Jesus of Nazareth died condemned as a criminal, alone and deserted by those 

whom he thought he could trust. 

  

 The Christian story starts with a human failure, who is at the same time the incarnate 

love of God.  The story of the rise of the Christian church is, for all of its dark side of hu-

man wrongdoing, still filled with an amazing array of very broken people who, by Godõs 

power, did and said things that have overthrown the world in order to make way for an-

other.  By baptism, you are one of them.
